Her research interests include the politics of literacy and reme-
diation, particularly as this relates to first-year students, narrative and cul-
tural representations of literacy, and critical race studies.

Thomas Deans is Associate Professor of English and Director of the Uni-
versity Writing Center at the University of Connecticut. His scholarly inter-
ests include community-based writing, writing across the disciplines, genre, 
pragmatist philosophy, Shakespeare, writing centers, and prose style. 

Dylan B. Dryer is Assistant Professor of Composition Studies at the Uni-
versity of Maine. During the previous academic year, he was Associate 
Director for Assessment and WAC at Drexel University’s Writing Pro-
gram. He is a graduate of the University of Wisconsin-Milwaukee, where 
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he was a graduate-student WPA for three years. He is currently examining 
the usefulness of contemporary theories of genre uptake for writing assess-
ment, teacher-training, and institutional reading-writing practices outside 
the academy.

Bruce Horner is Endowed Chair in Rhetoric and Composition at the Uni-
versity of Louisville, where he teaches course in composition, composition 
theory and pedagogy, and literacy studies. His books include Terms of Work 
for Composition: A Materialist Critique (SUNY, 2000), winner of the 2001 
W. Ross Winterowd Award for the Most Outstanding Book on Composi-
tion Theory, and, with Min-Zhan Lu, Representing the “Other” Basic Writ-
ers and the Teaching of Basic Writing (NCTE, 1999) and Writing Conven-
tions (Pearson, 2008). “English Only and U.S. College Composition,” an 
essay he co-authored with John Trimbur, won the 2002 Richard Braddock 
Award.

Brad E. Lucas is Assistant Professor and Associate Chair for the English 
department at Texas Christian University. He is Co-Director of the Rheto-
ric and Composition Sound Archives, Editor of Composition Studies, and 
author of Radicals, Rhetoric, and the War: The University of Nevada in the 
Wake of Kent State (Palgrave, 2006).

John Oddo teaches courses in composition at Kent State University. He is a 
doctoral candidate in KSU’s Rhetoric and Composition program and works 
as Editorial Assistant for the journal Written Communication. His research 
interests include administrative and political discourse, and he is currently 
working on a manuscript about war legitimation in presidential addresses. 

Jamie Lee Parmelee teaches composition courses at Kent State University 
and The University of Akron.

Alisande Pipkin is completing her Master’s degree in Modern European 
History at the University of Connecticut and has conducted research on 
twentieth century French politics.
